The Remembrance Walls in the Ashes Memorial Garden

A note from Reverend Rachel and Reverend Roman to those enquiring about burial of ashes:
· The Remembrance Walls are set within All Saints Churchyard in Rayne. We are required to bury ashes according to the guidance of the Diocese of Chelmsford. The full set of regulations can be found in the Chelmsford Diocesan Churchyard Handbook which can be found online via the Diocesan website. 
· In accordance with these rules, the Remembrance Walls are to commemorate those whose ashes are buried in the Memorial Garden. The discretion of the incumbent (vicar) may be applied in exceptional circumstances. 
· Anyone who lives and dies in the parish is entitled to be buried in the Churchyard, and to have their ashes interred in the Memorial Garden. Under their discretion, the incumbent may also consider another qualifying connection such as if the deceased had a strong connection with Rayne.
· The walls were kindly gifted by Rayne Parish Council. The Parish Council administers the supply of personalised commemorative wall plaques after a Church Officer has checked the form and a date for the burial of ashes has been agreed. 

· Ashes are buried with the assistance of a minister of the church. Please feel welcome to contact the ministers or church wardens who will be pleased to help you to arrange that. Ministers arrange for burial spots in the memorial garden to be carefully recorded.

· For your information, the 2025 costings are below: 
Plaque £180 – payment to Parish Council who will organise the production and fixing of the plaque (details overleaf).
· Also, £216 payment to All Saints Parochial Church Council for Burial of one set of cremated remains in church yard inc, church fee for plaque (details provided on arrangement of interment of ashes)
We kindly ask that you consider making a donation of £40 for the cost of digging the burial plot (£50 for double plot).

· Please feel free to leave floral tributes placed at the Remembrance Walls in suitable containers - no glass, potted plants or ornaments, please. We ask that families help keep the space tidy and remove unused containers and dead flowers. Wreaths etc. are permitted during the Christmas season and we ask that they be removed by February 1st.


On Christmas Eve and at All Soul’s Eve we usually have special services of Remembrance for the dear departed where we read out names, light candles and pray. Those services are advertised on our Facebook and in the Rayne in Focus parish magazine. All are welcomed to those services.

“Remember those whose ashes lie here”. 

“Rest eternal grant to them, O Lord and let light perpetual shine upon them”.

Order form for Remembrance Plaque on the Remembrance Wall

The plaques are for the commemoration of those whose remains are interred at the memorial walls.

They are cast in bronze with high relief lettering. The background is a dark brown. There are no visible fixings.

There is room for only two lines of wording on the plaques. The first line to include the person’s full name and the second the date of birth followed by the date of death.
The following is an example: -

Start from the left, leaving spaces where necessary. All lettering will be automatically centred on the final plaque.
